I home. Florida is even worse being reported at 45% vs. the national 23%.

I'We feel this issue in Errol but not to the extent of other HOA's. Many HOA'’s in Cen-

I'tral Florida are 20% to 30% delinquent. A few are even more. While Parkside repre-

I sents the largest single area of our problems, a closer correlation would be to new pur-

I chases—especially those made in mid decade during the Housing Bubble. Our

I neighbors in Parkside most likely face some of the largest and most rapidly occurring

| home value drops within Errol. Many of these property owners find themselves “upside

| down” with a mortgage much larger than the property’s value.

We have filed liens on all of our delinquent properties and are in the process of turning
the collection over to our legal firm. They will add their costs and send demand letters
to the delinquent accounts. Foreclosure procedures will begin shortly. We expect this
will cause the bank to protect their asset and file their own foreclosure. While the

I'bank will have to pay us 12 months back dues, they will have to begin paying us going

I forward.

Many of us pass it every day in our daily routine, but how much do we really know about our Fire Department? Here
is some information regarding the station that serves Errol Estates as well as other areas in the North side of the City.

“On June 8t h, 2005 crews moved into their ne
original station on Welch Road. The original station #2 was completed in 1980 and had served the

city well for 25 years. Additional manpower and equipment were added to this station over the

past few years due to the rapid growth in this section of the city and a new larger station was nec-

essary. This new station covers the North end of the City.

Under contract with Orange County, station #2 once covered all the way to the Lake County line.
In 1996, the Orange County Board of Commissioners voted to return this unincorporated area to
the Orange County Fire/Rescue Division. However, since that move, at the request of several prop-
erty owners, the City has annexed much of this area back and most recently annexed another 900
acres bringing station 2's response area back to the Lake County line. *
